Upon achieving desired temperature, the Advent Air system will turn the compressor
OFF and the fan will continue to run for 20-30 seconds before turning OFF.

There is a 3 minute delay period before the compressor will be allowed to run again. If you
manually turn the system OFF, the fan will run for 20-30 seconds before turning OFF. If you
turn the system back to the ON position, the system will remain inactive for the duration of this 3
minute delay period.

The reason for this delay period is to allow the sealed system to equalize pressure.
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
